The state donated smoke alarms and Bayou Cane will be a hub for distribution. One public education event was held in December which was a makeup from October. Permits were briefly discussed. There is a new mobile vendor, a build for the Chicken Salad Chick and a build for a nail salon. 

Chief of Operation, Brian Boudreaux, briefly discussed joint instructor 1 classes to be held with Montegut Fire. He advised that preparations are complete for the winter storm next week. Salt is ready as bridges will be a concern. The burn building was discussed and the flash over trailer will be delivered soon.
